Association as well as the rail industry’s
legislative initiatives.

The Engineering Forum and address by
the president of the American Railway Engi-
neering and Maintenance of Way Associa-
tion will follow with updates from Norfolk
Southern, Burlington Northern Santa Fe,
CSX Transportation and Canadian National.

The highlight of the evening will be the
Annual RTA Banquet and Awards Cere-
mony, where attendees will enjoy the im-
provisational talents of the On The Spot
crew of performers.

In addition, now that
the RTA-AWPRP alternative wood preserva-
tive research program is in its sixth year, this
year’s update will illustrate some of the
differences now beginning to appear in the
test samples.
