Through wars,
conflicts and tough economic times we have
come together as an association to further
our industry with education and valuable
opportunities to build your network.

While we have all learned to expect
the unexpected in 2020, this year will be
no exception to the RTA tradition as we
move to a virtual conference Oct. 20-22,
2020. The theme for the three-day event is
“Survive and Thrive.”

While we will all miss the ability to meet
with each other in person, the RTA team has
been busy assembling the meeting platform,
schedules and activities we know will keep
you engaged. We are working with other
association industry professionals to create
new opportunities for our sponsors to get
their message out.

The exact conference agenda is still being
finalized at this time, but I would like to
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share a few details with you. The meeting is
structured so that sessions will be presented
live each afternoon between the hours of 1
and 6 p.m. EST, with each topic occupying
roughly an hour block of that time. Each
day, there will be content geared toward
sawmills, railroads and suppliers. Sessions
will also be recorded and made available so
that registrants may login and view them
when convenient. Popular sessions, such as
Engineering, Purchasing and Procurement,
will be presented as online panels with the
ability for attendees to participate in a live
question-and-answer discussion with the
panelists.

Pre-conference activities are also in the
works. We are in the process of finalizing
the plans for a virtual golf tournament to
be held the week prior to the conference.
This format allows for teams to play at their
own course, have their score card certi-
fied, and then enter the results and course
played using an online service. The dif-
ficulty of the course that you play and your
score will be adjusted to compare to others
playing at different courses throughout the
country. We will host a virtual happy hour

for golfers to have the opportunity for 19™
hole bragging rights at the conclusion of the
tournament. We are also exploring opportu-
nities for spouses to have an opportunity for
social interaction. Registrants will receive

a “Virtual Conference Survival Kit” in
advance of the conference. This is a

great opportunity for sponsors to put items
and information directly in the hands

of attendees.

Look for more details and information
to be released very soon with the conference
schedule, presenters and registration
information.

If you have never attended an annual con-
ference, this will be an opportunity for you
to experience conference content without the
cost of travel and time away from your busi-
ness.
