All RTA memberare encouraged to join in on
the annual RTA field trip centered in St. Louis,
Mo., June 3-5.

This trip will allow attendees to explore
industry facilities, discuss business opportuni-
ties, and see unique applications and handling
and processing techniques for wood crossties.

This year, two area treating plants, two end-
plate manufacturing facilities, nearby railroad
operations, sawmills and even an oak barrel
manufacturing operation will highlight the list
of site visits.

The goal of this association event is to offer
railroaders, tie producers and other suppliers to
the tie industry the opportunity to see how dif-
ferent manufacturing operations deal with the
day-to-day operational challenges of tie pro-
duction.

Each year, field trip attendees view various
manufacturing components of the cradle-to-
grave process in the life of wood crossties.
Previous trips have included visits to logging
operations, tie disposal facilities, sawmills and
many other industry-related companies. This
year, a focus will be on treating operations,
endplate manufacturers and sawmills. MiTek
and Robbins Engineering both have St. Louis
area plants, and Kerr-McGee has two area
treating operations.

The field trip will also include tours of rail-
road operations, at least one area sawmill, and
a unigue barrel manufacturing facility that
serves the wine industry. There will also be the
opportunity to see Mark McGwire and the St.
Louis Cardinals play on Sunday, June 3.

There are no registration fees for the trip; all
fees for transportation, the optional Cardinals
game and miscellaneous expenses will be col-
lected upon arrival based on the number in
attendance. However, attendees who plan to go
to the game should notify RTA of their inten-
tions so that appropriate transportation and
game plans can be made.
